Reporting to the City Engineer the City Traffic Engineer delivers leadership, managerial and 
administrative services to the Cityôs Traffic Division.  
 
City Traffic Engineer will provide a high level of service to our citizens, the motoring public and along 
with sound technical  advice to the general public.  This engineer is responsible for the planning, design, 
operations, budget and maintenance of the infrastructure contained in the City.   
 
The City Traffic Engineer will share their specialized technical traffic and transportation engineering 
knowledge to analyze traffic challenges/concerns and implement solutions with diplomacy and 
efficiency.   
 
The City of Loveland Public Works Department embraces the mission of building Lovelandôs future 
through exceptional service, safety and performance.  

 
THE DEPARTMENT 
The City of Loveland is a rapidly growing City in Northern Colorado.   The current population of 
75,840 is projected to grow to 114,000 by the year 2045.  One of the biggest opportunities of the Traffic 
Operations Division is to maintain and advance traffic control infrastructure that meets the demands of 

the growing population and its changing mobility dynamic. 

Currently, our signal network consists of 96 signalized intersections, most of which are interconnected 
by the growing fiber optic system.  The transportation network consists of over 340 centerline miles of 
roadway and roughly 25,000 roadway signs. 
 
Signal operations are monitored by the Traffic Operations Center.  Additionally, our 
highly experienced technical staff maintains the signal shop with a ready supply of 

backup controllers, cabinets, and other equipment to be installed at a momentôs 
notice. 



IDEAL CANDIDATE 
Bachelorôs degree in Civil Engineering with emphasis on transportation required.  Eight years of 
experience as a registered Professional Engineer in the traffic and transportation field with a minimum 
of 3 years in a supervisory capacity is required.  Additional training and/or accreditation such as a 
Professional Traffic Operations Engineer Certification from the Institute of Traffic Engineers is strongly 
recommended. Professional Engineer License registered in Colorado or ability to become registered in 
Colorado within six (6) months of hire. Must possess a valid driverôs license.  

§ Managing the Traffic Operations Division & provide engineering expertise for its operations & 
design functions.

§ Represents the City in legal matters as an expert witness and advises the City Attorneyôs Office in 
traffic related legal matters. 

§ Supervise a highly technical and diverse group of employees including planning, multi-modal, 
traffic operations and engineering work teams.  

§ Designs or reviews engineering designs, concepts and drawings for construction of transportation 
systems and facilities such as traffic signals, traffic controls (signing and striping), traffic signal 
systems, school flashers, fiber optics communications, spread spectrum radio systems, video 
systems, and construction traffic control plans.  

§ Responsible control of an annual budget for operating and design and replacement of key 
infrastructure elements.  

§ Seeks Federal, State & other grant monies to fund capital improvements for the transportation 
system. 

§ Serves as media contact for all traffic engineering and operations issues, in collaboration with the 
Public Works Public Information Officer (PIO) 

§ Promotes the Department and Division and responds to citizen concerns and requests from staff, 
Council and citizen groups  

§ Makes presentations at Council, Boards and Commissions, and citizen groups, providing solutions 
and answers to traffic related issues. 

§ Serves on area special project technical committees that may include Federal, State and Local 
officials and staff.  

§ Leads project design engineer and construction engineer 
for traffic related projects, including capital, maintenance 
and safety projects.  May delegate specific responsibilities 
to other Traffic Operations Division staff. 

§ Safely implements and oversees all aspects of the 
installation and maintenance of traffic signals, signs, and 
pavement markings while ensuring compliance with 
Federal, State, and City standards.  

 
COMPENSATION 
The salary range for this position is $86,900to $139,100 
annually with an expected hiring range of $86,900 to $113,000 
depending on qualifications and experience.  The City offers an 
excellent benefits package highlighted by defined contributions 
to a plan for retirement and a free health clinic for employees and their families.
