· In 2011, the Senior Volunteers provided 5,033 hours of service to the Loveland Police Department and community.

· Administrative work accounted for 2,666 hours with over half of this covering the Front Desk.

· Patrol work accounted for 1779 hours in 2011 with the larger portion of the hours being spent on vacation home checks (1235 for the year), special events, handicapped parking checks, lock box checks and code enforcement.  

· Public Relations events accounted for 587 hours with over half of this time 363.25 hours devoted to Santa Cops and 75 hours for the Sculpture Show.
